CLASS DEVIATION FROM the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Regarding
Section 2 of the Executive Order (E.O.) 14148, “Initial Rescissions of Harmful
Executive Orders and Actions,” which revoked E.O. 14057, and Executive Order
14208, “Ending Procurement and Forced Use of Paper Straws."

(NASA Case 2025-N002)

PURPOSE: To deviate from the FAR to comply with Section 2 of E.O. 14148, “Initial
Rescissions of Harmful Executive Orders and Actions and Section 2 of E.O. 14208,
“Ending Procurement and Forced Use of Paper Straws".

BACKGROUND Section 2 of E.O. 14148, “Initial Rescissions of Harmful Executive
Orders and Actions,” of January 20, 2025 (see 90 FR 8237), revoked E.O. 14057,
“Catalyzing Clean Energy Industries and Jobs Through Federal Sustainability,” of
December 8, 2021. Section 2 of E.O. 14208, “Ending Procurement and Forced Use of
Paper Straws," of February 10, 2025 (see 90 FR 9585), directs agencies to take
appropriate action to eliminate policies designed to disfavor plastic straws. The Chair of
the Civilian Acquisition Agency Council (CAAC) then issued a letter in accordance with
FAR 1.404, authorizing Agencies to issue class deviations consistent with the letter to
ensure compliance with the E.O. The contents of that letter are fully contained within
this class deviation.

In advancement of Section 2 of E.O. 14208, the removal of requirements related to
E.O. 14057 eliminates all non-statutory sustainability requirements or preferences in
purchases of food service wares, including paper straws. In addition to removing
requirements related to E.O. 14057, the attachment also reflects recent updates to
Code of Federal Regulation citations for the U.S. Department of Agriculture’s
BioPreferred® Program, a statutory purchasing preference program.

GUIDANCE: Pending rulemaking to change the FAR, Contracting officers should not
take any action to implement or enforce the revoked Executive Order 14057 or any
requirement or policy designed to disfavor plastic straws.
